Invitations and Advertising Flyers for your Notice Board are included for your
convenience or you can create your own

The Carer and Resident of the Year submissions must:

Contain a minimum of two paragraphs explaining why they believe their nominee should receive the
Carer’s Award.
Meet all legislative requirements in regards to privacy

The Carer of the Year nominee must:

Have initiated innovative practice, services or processes that benefit the quality of life of residents
Be over the age of 18years of age

Be currently employed as a Carer in a residential aged care facility in Australia

Have performed the actions described in the nomination between 1° July 2009 and 30" July 2010
Agree to attend the Awards’ Ceremony at the Brisbane Convention Centre on Friday 17t September
(return airfares provided by Daniel’s Shield from the winner’s nearest capital city — if the winner is
from interstate)

The Resident of the Year nominee must:

Have contributed in a positive and exceptional way to the community within the facility where he/she
resides.

Be a current, permanent resident of an aged care facility in Australia

Have performed the actions described in the nomination between 1°* July 2009 and 30™ July 2010

Suggested Activities for your Nomination Submissions

These activities are ideal for use within your activities programmes.
Creativity in your nomination submissions will be highly regarded

1. Appoint a small team made up of residents, staff and family who can
a. Nominate a resident and/or a staff member for one of the Awards
b. Plan the Award’s morning or afternoon tea celebration

2. Give a small team of residents (three or four) the responsibility of sending out the
formal invitations to the press, government and local council. Increase the invitation
list to include Rotary, Lions etc
(Staff would need to assist where necessary and ensure the invitations are complete and
sent out in good time)

3. Create and set up a display of current photos, stories, achievements etc for the
Awareness Week and the Award’s Morning /Afternoon tea
This display could include staff and resident news such as new babies, engagements,
educational achievements etc.
This display could become permanent and be the responsibility of able residents to
maintain.

4. Take up a collection to buy a small gift for your Nominees and have one of your special
guests present this with the Daniel’s Shield Award Nomination Certificate which we will
send to you prior to your event. Organise residents to wrap the gift/s

5. Appoint a resident (if possible) to give a vote of thanks to any special guest/s that
attend your morning or afternoon tea.
